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CHARTER OF TASHKENT STATE TECHNICAL UNIVERSITY  

NAMED AFTER ISLAM KARIMOV  

 

I. General rules 

1. Tashkent State Technical University named after Islam Karimov (further in the 

text referred to as “University”) was founded on September 26, 1929 on the basis of the 

faculty of technology of Turkestan State University. It was renamed to Tashkent State 

Polytechnic Institute in 1961. According to the decree of the Cabinet of Ministers of 

the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 130 of May 13, 1991, Tashkent Polytechnic Institute 

was changed to Tashkent State Technical University. On the basis of the decision of 

the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan “on perpetuating the memory of the first 

president of the Republic of Uzbekistan Islam Abduganievich Karimov” by PD-2744 

on January 25, 2017, it was renamed to Tashkent State Technical University named 

after Islam Karimov and was included in the organizational structure of the Ministry of 

Higher Education, Science and innovation of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

By PD-2524 of the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan on measures to 

further improve the activities of Tashkent State Technical University of May 2, 2016, 

By PD-60 of December 24, 2021 “on additional measures to ensure academic and 

organizational and managerial independence of State Higher Education Institutions” 

and on the basis of the decisions of PD-61 "on measures to give financial independence 

to state higher education institutions", tasks are given for further improvement of the 

University's activities. 

2. The university is considered a state higher education institution and is engaged in 

educational activities on the implementation of basic and additional educational programs 

of Higher Education. It also carries out educational, educational-methodological, 

researching and other activities and provides educational services in accordance with the 

legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

3. In its activities, the University adheres to the Constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan, 

the law “on education”, the national program of training, decisions of the Houses of the Supreme 

Assembly, decisions and orders of the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan, decisions and 

orders of the Cabinet of ministers, decisions of the Supervisory Board, orders of the minister of 

Higher Education. 

4. The university is a state organization that receives budgetary funds with the status of a legal 

entity. In operational management, it has a special property of its own and responds in accordance 

with its obligations on this property, can purchase property on its own behalf, exercise property 

and non-property rights, make obligations to it, become a plaintiff and defendant in court. Except 

where provided for by legislative acts. 

5. The university has an independent balance sheet, a personal Treasury account 

in the relevant departments of the Treasury of the Ministry of Finance of the Republic 

of Uzbekistan, including currency accounts, a seal with the image of the state emblem 

of the Republic of Uzbekistan and bearing its name, stamps and other props. Official 

full (short) name of the University in Uzbek, Russian and English:

II. The  main goal, objectives and functions of the university 

6. The main functions of the university include: 

   to meet the needs of the individual for intellectual, cultural and spiritual and moral 

maturation through higher education and further education; 

training, retraining and professional development of specialists and scientific and 

pedagogical personnel with higher education in the relevant fields of the economy; 

training of highly qualified scientific and pedagogical personnel as a senior 

researcher and independent researcher in post-higher education; 

preservation and enrichment of the moral, cultural and scientific values of society; 

dissemination of knowledge among the population, raising its spiritual and 

educational and cultural level; 

progress of science through the research and creative activities of scientific and 

pedagogical staff and educators, the use of the results obtained in the educational 

process; 

formation of a comprehensively developed and loyal person, a citizen of an 

independent state as a self-sacrifice of his homeland, a person who feels his 

responsibility to the people, society and family, respects national and universal values, 

enriches and strengthens folk traditions, and works conscientiously and honestly for the 

future of the motherland; 

introduction of scientific and technical developments into production, 

participation in the design of industrial objects, development of technical and economic 

regulations and regulatory and technical documents, drawing up project-estimate 

documentation, drawing up conclusions on industrial safety systems of production;  

organization of Educational Research, Scientific, experimental production 

enterprises and specialized modern research laboratories as a result of the innovative 

projects being implemented; 

implementation of research and design work and involvement of students in this 

work; 

creation of educational manuals, monographs and textbooks on relevant 

educational areas, issuance of special certificates (approval stamps) by the university, 

publication and their application to educational processes; 

conducting research and putting the results into practice, having priority in the 

relevant sectors of the national economy and based on production needs; 



the creation of scientific schools of fundamental and global importance, 

recognized in foreign countries and the widespread promotion of scientific 

achievements in such schools among students studying at the University; 

to develop the organization and activities of small production enterprises equipped 

with modern equipment in order to ensure the employment of students and improve the 

material supply, to create conditions for students to conduct laboratory training and 

practical training in specialty and special subjects; 

organization of training courses of Higher, Secondary and lower-level employees 

serving at enterprises of national economic sectors and professors and teachers 

operating in related directions of higher education institutions in other regions of the 

Republic of Uzbekistan on the basis of relevant contracts; 

development of cooperation with foreign higher education institutions and 

scientific centers in order to implement projects of the joint scientific education system, 

attract leading foreign specialists to the scientific and educational process; 

organization of lecture courses for students, inviting leading specialists from 

higher educational institutions in the CIS and foreign countries, production-related 

companies; 

organization and operation of catering, kitchen, buffets in university buildings and 

related facilities. 

development of the material and technical base of the University. 

 

III. Subjects of educational and scientific and methodological work, 

their rights and obligations 

a) Students: 

7. A person who has scored enough points from a test organized by the state Test 

Center under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan and is enrolled by 

order of the rector of the university, as well as persons who have undergone an 

interview in the established order, is a student of the University. The student is given a 

student certificate as well as a rating book for free. 

admission to the university is carried out according to the rating system of points 

accumulated based on the results of testing tests by the State Commission on admission 

of students to higher education institutions of the Republic of Uzbekistan in accordance 

with the procedure and rules of admission of students to higher education institutions 

of the Republic of Uzbekistan according to the applications of persons with general 

secondary, secondary specialized and vocational education. 

admission to the university is carried out on the basis of equality for all (both grant 

and fee-contract), uniform admission rules and single selection, ensuring that applicants 

with the highest scores in the tests are eligible for admission in the first place on state 

grants. The remaining applicants have the right to be accepted within the framework of 

the fee-contract quotas established on the basis of the test score rating. Even on the 

basis of certain benefits without tests in accordance with the legislation, enrollment is 

carried out in the established order. 



Applicants who have completed the requirements of the payment-contract 

agreement within the specified period expressed a desire to study on the basis of an 

increased fee-contract, who have not been able to earn enough points according to the 

result of entrance tests, will be admitted to the ranks of university students. 

8. Persons with higher education in accordance with the regulation on the 

procedure for obtaining a second and subsequent education in higher educational 

institutions of the Republic of Uzbekistan approved by the decree of the Cabinet of 

ministers No. 606 of September 24, 2021 can be admitted to the University on a fee-

contract (contract) for obtaining a second and subsequent higher education. 

For the second and subsequent higher education, the admission of applicants is 

carried out by the university admission Commission. 

Applicants who successfully pass entrance tests on the basis of co-educational 

programs and fulfill the terms of the fee-contract within the framework of the fee-

contract quotas are eligible for admission. 

9. Students of the University have the following rights: 

obtaining knowledge corresponding to the achievements of science, technology, 

modern technologies; 

free use of books, periodicals, e-learning tools available at the University 

Information Resource Center in the prescribed manner; 

Receive free advice and guidance from university professors, within their 

competence and in the directions of related classes; 

free use of auditoriums, technical and educational-exhibition tools related to the 

educational process in the established order; 

to express their suggestions, critical opinions on the effectiveness of the 

educational process and improving the quality of education to the rector of the 

University, the dean's office and the head of the department in the prescribed manner 

and demand their consideration; 

Participation in public events held on a university and faculty scale; 

participate in research work and scientific conferences, publish their results and 

provide information about it; 

To join and participate in the work of public associations that legally operate at 

the University. 

The student has the right to receive a high-quality and high-level education, to 

enjoy other rights that do not contradict the legislation necessary for him to become a 

highly qualified specialist in his chosen specialty. 

It is imperative that the student does not abuse his rights, does not use these rights 

for purposes contrary to the interests of other persons. Also, the student is obliged to 

strictly follow the code of etiquette of the University. 

10. Obligations of university students: 

strict adherence to the requirements of legislative acts of the Republic of 

Uzbekistan, moral principles of society, Spiritual Values, Charter of the university, 



rules of internal-Labor order, rules of etiquette, rules of student accommodation in the 

educational process; 

Selfless acquisition of knowledge, formation and improvement of his professional 

potential in order to grow into a highly educated specialist, ready to honestly serve his 

homeland and people; 

strict adherence to the moral principles of society, spiritual values, requirements 

of law, rules that meet the highest requirements of interaction in the process of 

Education; 

obtaining deep theoretical knowledge of the chosen specialty, forming practical 

skills in the future profession; 

compliance with the requirements of the educational process, not leaving training 

without an excuse, not staying up late for classes, not leaving before the end of classes; 

timely and high-quality execution of tasks related to the educational process, 

timely and on-demand execution of teachers ' tasks related to mastering the subject, 

arrival in training with the necessary educational tools; 

strong connection with the relevant department and the deanery, timely execution 

of legal tasks of the leadership of the deanery; 

to show initiative and enthusiasm in the acquisition of knowledge, not to allow 

loyalty; 

treat everyone well; 

Careful and cost-effective treatment of university property, failure to harm them 

intentionally or carelessly, compensation in the place of material damage in case of 

damage in the established order, non-unauthorized removal of material objects from the 

auditorium or outside the building; 

compliance with sanitary rules, non-Pollution, Prevention of distribution and 

consumption of alcohol and tobacco products indoors, in corridors, auditoriums; 

compliance with the culture of dress, in particular, the fact that it is not 

distinguished from others by its appearance and bad manners, unconditionally obeying 

the norms of morality; 

in the case when it does not come to training (including due to illness) no later 

than three days directly by himself or through the attached tutor to inform the dean's 

office appropriately, in particular in writing, to indicate the reasons for not 

participating; 

informing the dean of the faculty about this in case of participation in grants of 

foreign organizations, obtaining the consent of the university leadership in the manner 

established before departure abroad in connection with the grant; 

to regularly increase its scientific, spiritual, moral, ideological and political level, 

to be aware of reforms and updates in the socio-economic and political spheres 

implemented in our country; 

it is imperative to comply with the academic discipline, the decisions of the 

University Council, rector's orders and the goals and objectives set by regulatory 

documents on the educational system, as well as its obligations. 



11. On the territory of the university, students are prohibited from: 

distribution and consumption of alcohol and tobacco products; 

preparation, preservation, distribution and promotion of materials of any form, 

promoting national, racial, religious animosity; 

Damage to material and technical, other property on the premises and territory of 

the University; 

going to foreign countries without the permission of the university administration 

at the time of study. 

12. Students with high performance in educational and research activities 

during the period of study can be sent to the leading foreign educational institutions 

for study as part of the academic exchange of students at the expense of extra -

budgetary funds of the University, as well as grants from international and foreign 

organizations and contracts with foreign partners of the University.  

In order to strengthen cooperation with leading foreign educational institutions to 

ensure the academic exchange of Students, Students from foreign countries can also 

continue their studies at the University.  

13. Students studying in the production-separated form of state grant and fee-

contract training are provided with scholarships in the order and amount prescribed by 

the Cabinet of Ministers (excluding foreign students).  

Students have the right to receive state scholarships of the president of the 

Republic of Uzbekistan, State scholarships named after Islam Karimov, State 

scholarships named after Beruniy, Ibn Sina, Navoi and Ulugbek, as well as scholarships 

appointed by the University Council, scholarships (including outstanding scientists and 

others), as well as scholarships appointed by legal entities and individuals to study on 

a competitive basis. 

14. For military service, restoration of health, pregnancy and childbirth, child care, 

as well as the care of a sick member of the family (father, mother or their replacement 

persons, spouse, child), the student can be given academic leave on the basis of the 

established procedure. The procedures for granting this holiday are established in the 

“regulation on the granting of academic leave to students of higher education 

institutions of the Republic of Uzbekistan”approved by the decree of the Cabinet of 

Ministers No. 344 of June 3, 2021. 

15. Students studying in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of 

Uzbekistan are given the privilege of delaying the period of conscription for the 

duration of their studies at the University. 

16. Students in need of student accommodation are provided with rooms that meet 

sanitary standards and regulations, on the basis of the residential provision regulations. 

In student housing, the amount of payments to students for communal services is 

determined by the University. In the presence of students in need of accommodation, 

the use of the University's student accommodation space for other purposes (rent, other 

arrangements)is not allowed. 



17. Students who are excluded from the University on their own or for other reasons are 

entitled to re-enroll under the rules of the procedure for moving, resuming and excluding their 

studies.  

Students of the University have the right to transfer (re-enroll) their studies to other 

higher education institutions on the basis of established procedures and rules. 

Moving students from branches of non-governmental higher education institutions 

and higher education institutions of other countries (centers, departments, educational-

consultative points, etc.), which are not licensed to conduct educational activities on 

the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan, is organized on the basis of the conclusion 

and recommendation of a special Working Group of the admission Commission, which 

is organized annually. 

The procedure and rules for moving, reinstating and excluding students from their 

studies from one higher educational institution to another are established by the Cabinet 

of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the Ministry of Higher Education, Science 

and innovation. 

18. University students are required to acquire the knowledge provided for in the educational 

programs and curriculum of higher education, to complete all types of assignments within the 

prescribed period and must comply with the Charter of the University, the rules of internal Labor 

procedures, the requirements of the code of etiquette and the rules of student accommodation. 

In addition to the circumstances provided for by the decisions of the government 

of the Republic of Uzbekistan, it is forbidden to involve students in non-educational 

activities at the expense of study time.  

19. In case of violation of the obligations provided for by this Charter and the 

internal labor regulations of the university, as well as the code of etiquette, the 

following disciplinary penalties are imposed on the student: removal from the ranks of 

reprimand and students.  

20. The student can be expelled from the University in the following cases: 

a) at will; 

b) in connection with the transfer of education to another educational institution; 

c) for violation of academic discipline and internal procedures and etiquette of the 

higher education institution; 

g) leaving classes for more than 74 hours for one semester without excuses; 

d) due to the fact that the tuition fee is not made on time (for those who are 

studying for a fee-contract); 

e) in connection with the fact that the student was deprived of freedom by the 

court; 

j) when a court order is found to have violated the established procedure in the 

entrance examinations (in this case, those excluded from the student ranks will not be 

reinstated in the student ranks; 

z) because of death. 

21. A student who has not been able to master the subjects within the specified 

periods (who is in academic debt) is omitted from the course by order of the rector of 



the University. A student who is left out of the course due to academic indebtedness 

can start his studies on a fee-contract basis at the beginning of the semester of study in 

the Lower Course.  

In relation to students studying in the credit-module system at the University, the 

provisions of Chapter 8 of the regulation on the procedure for introducing the credit-

module system into the educational process in higher educational institutions approved 

by the decree of the Cabinet of Ministers of December 31, 2020 No. 824 apply. 

22. On the initiative of the University rectorate, the exclusion of students from 

studies according to Paragraph 20 of this charter "D" is carried out taking into 

account the written consent of the chairman of the trade union (for students who are 

a member of the trade union). The student must also agree with the leader of the 

primary Organization of the Youth Union of the University, subject to exclusion 

according to sub-paragraph 20 - " v " of these rules. 

 23. A disciplined student may apply to the rector of the University, the Ministry 

of Higher Education, Science and innovation or other high-standing organizations in 

accordance with the procedure established by law on the legality and fairness of the 

punishment imposed on him. 

Information on the disciplinary punishment applied to the student is stored in his 

personal collection folder. 

When a student is expelled from the University, he is presented with personal 

documents, an academic certificate of the established form, and a copy of them is stored 

in a personal collection folder. 

Disciplinary penalties are applied no later than a month after the discovery of the 

behaviour and no later than six months after the behaviour is committed, not counting 

the time of the student's illness or leave. It is not possible to exclude students from the 

ranks during periods of illness, academic leave or vacation times associated with the 

state of pregnancy and childbirth. 

The fact that the student is sick is informed directly to the dean's office by himself 

or his parents with a written application, usually no later than a week, and provides the 

original medical certificate. 

 

b) Listeners:  

24. Persons studying at the network Center for retraining and improving 

pedagogical personnel under the university (or in centers in other areas)are listeners.  

The procedure for retraining personnel and their professional development, the 

conditions and rights of training listeners are determined by the relevant regulatory 

legal acts in accordance with the legislation. 

 

v) Base doctoral, doctoral and independent researchers, trainee-researchers: 

25.  A citizen studying in post-higher education, funded by the state budget of the Republic of 

Uzbekistan at the university, is a base doctoral student and doctoral student, who is studying in the 



post-higher education established for the research of Doctor of Philosophy and Doctor of science 

(Doctor of Science) degrees in order to prepare and defend a Ph.D.. 

In order to prepare and defend a doctoral dissertation without separation from 

production, a citizen studying in higher education, organized by them for the 

researchers of the scientific degrees of Doctor of philosophy (Doctor of Philosophy) 

and Doctor of science (Doctor of Science) in scientific research, is an independent 

researcher.  

Independent researchers are highly qualified scientific and scientific-pedagogical 

personnel who carry out scientific research in order to prepare and defend their 

dissertation for the degree of Doctor of Philosophy (Doctor of Philosophy) and Doctor 

of science (Doctor of Science) without separation from production.  

Forms and terms of training of base doctoral students, doctoral students and 

independent researchers, their admission and organization of activities are carried out 

in accordance with legislative acts. 

 

g) The composition of professors and teachers of the university, educational-

auxiliary and Administrative - Economic staff (personnel): 

26. The university has a teaching staff, research staff, engineering and technical, administrative 

and economic, production, teaching and assistant and other staff positions. 

The teaching staff includes the positions of head of the Department, professor, 

Associate Professor, Senior Lecturer, Assistant, Teacher-Trainee. 

27. Recruitment of professors and teachers to positions of the Faculty of the 

Republic of Uzbekistan on the recommendation of the President of the Republic of 

Uzbekistan on June 5, 2018 of this session on the results of testing of pedagogical 

personnel and members of the public council at the expanded open session of the 

relevant department in accordance with the decision of the president of the Republic of 

Uzbekistan, it is carried out on the basis of the results of the competition in accordance 

with the regulation “on the procedure for the selective employment of pedagogical 

personnel in higher education institutions”approved by the decree of the Cabinet of 

Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 20 of February 10, 2006.  

Within the framework of additional powers granted to the University in the field 

of independence in organizational management (since the 2022/2023 academic year), 

the rules of the first paragraph of this paragraph will practically cease to exist after the 

establishment of procedures for the recruitment, dismissal and internal rotation of 

educators and other employees. 

28. Termination of the employment contract with professors and teachers of the 

university is carried out in accordance with the current labor legislation. 

29. The composition and scientific staff of professors and teachers of the 

University have the following rights: 

election and election to the University and Faculty Council and scientific and 

technical councils in accordance with the established procedure; 

participation in the discussion of issues related to the activities of the University; 



the use of the services of the information and resource center of the university, 

educational and scientific units, as well as the services of socio-domestic, medical and 

other departments in accordance with the collective agreement; 

selection of methods and means of teaching, implementation of research work that 

ensures a high quality of the educational and scientific process; 

to apply for orders and orders of the administration of the University in the manner 

prescribed by law; 

participation in competitions, holding positions in the manner prescribed by law; 

work on a seat basis in the Department, departments and organizations other than 

the faculty, where they work (in agreement with the main place of work); 

get acquainted with the scientific and educational and methodological literature of 

foreign colleagues in the field and exchange ideas with them; 

preparation of quality textbooks and teaching aids in their subject; 

improving theoretical knowledge and practical experience, methods of conducting 

research and pedagogical skills; 

leadership of research work of students; 

conducting research work, participation in fundamental, practical and innovative 

projects, foreign grants and scientific projects and economic contracts; 

to carry out the work of preparing textbooks and teaching aids, writing 

monographs and scientific articles, obtaining patents for inventions, certificates for 

software products for ICT;  

conducting research work in accordance with the approved plan, participating in 

the discussion of research work and introducing their results into production, 

recommending the publication of the results of scientific work;  

participation in ensuring effective integration of Education, Science and 

production;  

leadership of research work of students;  

participation in the development of international relations with foreign leading 

scientists, scientific centers and educational institutions; 

Use of other rights established in the legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan on 

the field of Education. 

30. The responsibilities of professors and scientific staff of the university include: 

- strict compliance with the requirements of the legislation on education, the 

discipline of Labor and technology, the Charter of the University and the rules of 

internal Labor procedures and the code of etiquette;                                               

- socializing with university employees, students and other individuals when 

communicating in the process of work; 

- conscientious performance of the service duties and non-staining of teaching 

honor; 

- execution of legal orders and orders of the employer, timely and high-quality 

execution of educational-methodological, scientific, spiritual-educational, 

organizational and other work on the basis of a personal plan approved annually, in 



particular: 

a) to carry out educational downloads as well as educational-methodological, 

research and “master-apprentice” work according to an approved personal plan; 

b) to participate in the implementation of research work carried out in the 

department in the 2nd half of the day in accordance with the approved plan and to see 

the possibilities for the production and implementation of their results in the educational 

process; 

c) preparation of textbooks and manuals on the results of research, writing 

educational literature, scientific articles, monographs, obtaining patents for invention, 

certificates for software products for ICT; 

g) participation in ensuring the effective integration of Education, Science and 

production, leading the research work of students; 

d) conduct educational work, direct participation in “master-apprentice” work 

with students, including in extracurricular activities; 

e) regularly improving their qualifications; 

- compliance with the rules for labor protection, safety equipment and production 

sanitation; 

- advance the property and material technical base of the university, its rational 

use; 

- compensation for real material damage directly to the employer; 

- participation in public affairs of the University; 

- ensuring the effectiveness of the pedagogical and scientific process; 

- formation of high professional training, ability to work in the chosen direction 

(specialty) of those educated in the conditions of modern civilization and democracy; 

- regular increase in literacy in foreign language and Information Technology; 

- the formation of independent thinking, initiative, creative abilities in educators; 

- Taking part in the "master-disciple" system and carrying out scientific, spiritual 

and educational work with the disciples attached to him; 

- being an example with manners, culture, spiritual level; 

- adherence to dress culture; 

- to be aware of the reforms carried out in the Republic and the news that is 

happening in the world; 

- active participation in cultural, spiritual, educational activities organized by the 

university, faculty, department; 

- enrich the science program taught by himself on the basis of regular 

achievements in science and technology; 

- pass lessons at a high level; 

- finding new sources suitable for the field of study and introducing students to 

them 

- until the beginning of each academic year, the development of all regulatory 

documents of the subjects taught and approval at the meeting of the Department; 

- timely conduct of all types of assessment in accordance with the schedule of the 



educational process; 

- impartial assessment of student knowledge; 

- application of new pedagogical technologies in the course of the lesson; 

- improve scientific potential and pedagogical skills; 

- leadership of student research work; 

- active participation in the reforms carried out at the University. 

31. The leadership of the University ensures the guarantee of professional 

development of the teaching staff at least once every three years. 

32. The rights and obligations of the administrative-economic, engineering-technical, 

educational-auxiliary and other service personnel of the University are determined by the internal 

labor regulations of the University, the code of etiquette and the instructions for the position. 

IV. Educational and scientific and methodological work 

33. The university carries out training in the specialty on the basis of the following 

types of Education: 

higher education; 

post-tertiary education; 

retraining personnel and improving their skills; 

The University ensures the training of highly qualified personnel in the areas of 

undergraduate education and graduate specialties of Higher Education. 

Persons who have received university, general secondary (eleven years of 

education), secondary specialised (nine years of basic secondary and two years of 

secondary specialised education), primary vocational education (nine years of basic 

secondary and two years of primary vocational education), as well as persons who 

received secondary specialised, vocational education (nine years of general secondary 

and three years of secondary specialised, vocational education) before. 

The University implements the basic educational programs of education in two 

stages: undergraduate and graduate. 

Undergraduate higher education is a foundation higher education that provides in-

depth knowledge, skills and skills in one of the areas of higher education, with a 

duration of study of at least 3 (three) years. 

Graduates who have completed the Bachelor's program are awarded a “bachelor's 

degree” in the direction of education on the results of State attestation, and a diploma 

of the state sample is awarded. 

The master's degree is higher education with a duration of at least 1 (one) year of 

study in a specific specialty on the basis of the relevant Baccalaureate. 

The list of Master's specialties and their corresponding undergraduate educational 

areas is determined by the competent public administration body in the field of 

Education. 

Graduates who have completed the master's program are awarded a “master's” 

degree in a specific specialty prepared for the results of State attestation, and a diploma 

of the state sample is awarded. 



A diploma of a bachelor's and master's state sample gives its owners the right to 

engage in professional activities or continue their studies in the next stages of 

educational institutions in accordance with the chosen direction and specialty, or work 

in the specialty they have acquired. 

Initial education in basic education programs at various stages of higher education 

is not considered as obtaining a second higher education.  

34. The organization of the educational process, the programs of educational plans 

and subjects that are developed at the University and approved in the established order, 

the annual calendar approved by the rector of the University (vice-Rector for academic 

affairs) is regulated by the educational schedule and the schedule of classes. 

With the organization of targeted orientation of the educational process, that is, 

the choice of forms, methods and means of Education, University students should be 

provided with the necessary conditions for mastering the main professional educational 

programs of Higher Education. 

35. The university defines the following main types of training: lecture, consultation, 

seminar, practical training, laboratory work, solo training (in the design direction associated 

with practical execution), control work, colloquium, independent work, internship, course 

project (coursework), undergraduate graduation qualification work and master's thesis. 

An 80-minute (non-break joint lecture) academic hour is set for all types of auditorium 

classes. The break between training sessions will be at least 10 minutes. 

The languages of education and training are: Uzbek, Russian and English.  

36. The training of personnel at the university is carried out in the daytime Department, 

separated from production in the evening, correspondence and specialised correspondence 

Department (separated from production at the time of the educational process). 

Within the framework of the basic professional education program of the University, a state 

educational standard is used, which is developed in the established order for all forms of education 

and is subject to state registration in the prescribed manner. 

37. At the University, the academic year is divided into two semesters, and in each of 

them, student assimilation is carried out at a rate of 5 in the cross-section of courses (for 

students admitted by the 2020/2021 academic year) and a credit-module system (for students 

admitted from the 2020/2021 academic year). 

Transfer of mastering students from course to course is carried out by order of the rector 

on the recommendation of the dean of the faculty. Students cannot be conditionally 

transferred from course to course. 

The development of higher education programs was approved by the order of the 

Ministry of higher and secondary specialised education No. 19-2018 of August 9, 2018 for 

students admitted by the academic year 2020/2021 and was approved by the Ministry of 

justice by the state registration No. 3069 of September 26, 2018 to the regulation on the 

rating system of control and evaluation of students of higher education institutions it is 

regulated in accordance with Resolution No. 824 "on measures to improve the system 

associated with the organization of the educational process" and is completed with the final 

attestation of graduates according to the “regulations on the final state attestation of 



graduates of higher educational institutions of the Republic of Uzbekistan " approved by 

Order No. 26-2018 of the Ministry of higher and secondary education. 

38. The university carries out scientific and methodological work aimed at improving 

the quality of training of specialists due to the use of advanced pedagogical and information 

technologies, individualization of education and means of Independent Education, modular 

system and distance learning. 

39. For the University, the Ministry of Higher Education, Science and innovation 

sets quotas for base doctoral students (PhD), doctoral students (DSc) and trainee-

researchers in the respective specialties. 

In the framework of post-graduate education at the University, in accordance with 

the “list of specializations of highly qualified scientific and scientific-pedagogical 

personnel”approved by the Higher Attestation Commission under the Ministry of 

Higher Education, Science and innovation of the Republic of Uzbekistan, in order to 

prepare and protect dissertations for the degree of Doctor of Science and Doctor of 

philosophy, intern-researcher and independent researcher attachment work is carried 

out. 

The University operates scientific councils on awarding the degree of Doctor of 

science (DSc) and Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) in specialties approved by the decree of 

the HAC presidium, and the list of these scientific councils can be changed on the basis 

of the decisions of the HAC under the Ministry of Higher Education, Science and 

innovation of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

Also, the university can organize one-time specialized scientific councils in 

specialties with sufficient scientific potential with the permission of the HAC under the 

Ministry of Higher Education, Science and innovation. 

40. By the decree of the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 4732 of June 

12, 2015 of the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan “on measures to further improve 

the system of retraining and professional development of the executive and pedagogical 

personnel of higher educational institutions, In accordance with the decree of the 

president of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated August 27, 2019 No. PF-5789 “on the 

implementation of the system of non-interrupted professional development of executive 

and pedagogical personnel of higher educational institutions”and the decree of the 

Cabinet of Ministers dated September 23, 2019 No. 797 “on further measures to 

improve the system vocational training programs for training and professional 

development of personnel are carried out.  

41. Retraining of pedagogical personnel under the University and their professional 

development at the network Center, listeners of retraining and advanced training courses that 

have successfully passed certification are given a qualification attestation, which is considered 

a document of a state sample that stands on a strict account. 

42. The scientific work carried out on the thematic plans approved by the Council and the 

scientific and technical Council at the university is carried out with the provision of Labor security, 

professors, students, undergraduates, base doctoral students (PhD), doctoral students (DSc), intern-



researchers and independent researchers are widely involved and research and creative work is 

carried out. 

 

V. Composition of the University 

43. The University independently forms its organizational and structural structure. 

The University independently determines the list of employees based on the 

volume and forms of work performed, establishes and terminates employment contracts 

with employees, distributes work obligations. 

The university can contain various structural units, which carry out Educational, 

Scientific and other activities (branches, representative offices, departments, faculties, 

scientific research center, design bureaus, circle courses, innovative-technological, 

educational-methodological departments, scientific research laboratories, training and 

practical training workshops, training and experimental laboratories, training sites, 

scientific base for academic practice, training and demonstration centers, information 

resource centers, digital technology centers, museums, Printing Press, sports clubs, 

sports and health centers, hostels, psychological and social pedagogical Services, 

Centers for adaptation and rehabilitation of those who need them, a garden, field areas, 

small (unitary) enterprises, mini workshops and other structural units provided for in 

local regulatory documents. 

The Constituent departments of the University are not considered legal entities (in 

accordance with the legislation, structures can be created in which the university has 

the status of a legal entity. The legal status of structures of this category is determined 

by its charter or by laws). 

The legal status, goals and objectives, rights and obligations of the Constituent 

departments of the University are determined by the relevant regulations and 

regulations approved in the established order. 

44. The academic Lyceum of the University is attached to the university by the 

decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan of September 26, 2017 “on further 

improvement of the system of targeted training of candidates for admission to higher 

education institutions” PD-3290. 

The academic Lyceum is an independent legal entity and carries out its activities 

in accordance with the law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “on education”, decrees and 

decisions of the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan, other regulatory legal acts and 

on the basis of its charter.  

45. The technical schools under the University are independent legal entities and 

carry out their activities in accordance with the law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “on 

education”, decrees and decisions of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan, other 

regulatory legal acts and on the basis of its charter. 

46. The network Center for retraining and professional development of 

pedagogical personnel under the university operates in accordance with the decree of 

the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 4732 of June 12, 2015 “on measures 



to further improve the system of retraining and professional development of executive 

and pedagogical personnel of higher educational institutions”. 

 

VI. University management  

47. Direct management of the university is carried out by the Rector, who is 

appointed and dismissed by the Supervisory Board of the University, in accordance 

with the decree of the president of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated December 24, 2021 

“on additional measures to ensure the academic and organizational and managerial 

independence of State Higher Education Institutions”No. 60. In the absence of a rector, 

its function is temporarily performed by one of the vice-rectors (according to the 

position) in accordance with the decision of the Supervisory Board. 

48. The rector carries out general leadership in the activities of the University and 

carries out the following tasks and powers assigned by the University in accordance 

with the requirements of legislative acts: 

determines the powers of Vice-rectors, distributes tasks between them, determines 

the powers of the heads of the structural divisions of the University, their responsibility 

for the activities of structural divisions; 

It organizes the implementation of the laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan, 

decisions of the House of Commons, decrees, decisions and orders of the President of 

the Republic of Uzbekistan, decisions and orders of the Cabinet of Ministers, orders of 

the minister of Higher Education, Science and innovation, decisions of the board and 

the Supervisory Board of the University; 

The University approves regulations on structural divisions, organizes and 

completes faculties, departments; 

It issues orders, orders and gives instructions that are mandatory to be carried out 

for all professors, staff and students of the University; 

Appoints and dismisses the heads of the University's structural divisions and the 

deans of the faculty; 

In agreement with the Ministry of Higher Education, Science and innovation, the 

retraining of pedagogical personnel under the University and their professional 

development appoint and dismiss the directors of the network Center and academic 

Lyceum; 

Enters into and terminates employment contracts with university employees; 

in order to attract highly qualified specialists, to increase the quality of educational 

services provided, it determines the amounts of Masters and other types of material 

incentives for employees; 

it introduces the practice of concluding employment contracts between the 

University and professors in order to select professors who can widely use modern 

pedagogical technologies and conduct scientific research; 

Solves the issues of organizational and financial activities of the University in the 

prescribed manner; 



Makes decisions in accordance with the established procedure for the management 

and disposal of the property of the University; 

Approves the presidents of the final state Attestation Commission to be established 

at the University; 

In agreement with the trade union committee and the University Council, the 

university establishes a code of internal procedures and etiquette; 

revokes the current legislative acts and orders made in a manner contrary to the 

orders of the minister of Higher Education, Science and innovation; 

Resolves issues of promotion and disciplinary liability of university employees, 

makes proposals on awarding titles to university employees who have excelled and 

awarding them with state awards of the Republic of Uzbekistan; 

professors and teachers develop standards for the inclusion of state units; 

The University approves the president and responsible Secretary of the admission 

Commission, as well as the chairman and members of the admission Commission for 

examinations conducted by the University, the schedule of exams, the programs of the 

subjects to be examined and the evaluation criteria; 

Approves and organizes the procedure for the internship of university students; 

carries out academic mobility with other institutions of higher education (given 

financial independence) on the basis of mutual agreements; 

Creates and publishes textbooks and other educational and scientific literature on 

the basis of its own Grif for the University and educational institutions of its structure; 

establishes and introduces mechanisms for internal control of the quality of 

Education; 

carries out joint educational programs under agreements with foreign higher 

education institutions; 

organizes the training of citizens of a foreign state in the form of admission and 

distance education on a fee-contract basis; 

carries out the work of moving the education of foreign citizens from foreign 

higher educational institutions to state higher educational institutions of the Republic; 

establishes and implements agreements on the construction and use of buildings 

and structures of all types of Public-Private Partnership, including the University and 

the academic Lyceum under it; 

it involves local and foreign professors and specialists on a contractual basis who 

can apply modern pedagogical technologies to the educational process and conduct 

scientific research;  

exercises other powers in accordance with legislative acts.  

49. The rector of the university is not allowed to work as a deputy in another 

leadership position (except for scientific and scientific-methodological leadership), 

which is paid at the University and beyond. The rector cannot perform his duties on the 

basis of seating. 



50. To consider the main issues of the University's activities, a University Council 

(next – The Council) is created, which is headed by the rector (Chairman of the 

Council). 

The council is a continuously operating collegiate body of the University and 

makes collegial decisions on the operational issues of educational, educational-

methodological, scientific-innovative, spiritual-educational and financial-economic 

activities of the University. 

The composition of the council is approved by the rector. The Charter of the 

council and its regulations are approved by the Council. 

The council includes Vice-rectors, faculty deans, scientific secretary, heads of 

specialist training departments, heads of certain structural units, leading professors and 

other employees. The board may include representatives of the Ministry of Higher 

Education, Science and innovation and other interested ministries and departments, 

mature professionals. 

The implementation of the decisions of the council is provided by Vice-rectors 

and other leaders. 

The main powers of the council include: 

Approval of the University and Council's work plan; 

Ensuring the implementation of the decisions of the Supervisory Board of the 

University; 

Holding a competition for the admission of pedagogical staff to the University on 

a competitive basis; 

Consideration and decision-making of applications of university students for the 

transfer of education to the form of extraterrestrial education for the term of academic 

leave; 

Approval of university admissions Commission activity reports; 

qualification requirements for graduates, approval of the training plan and training 

programs; 

approval of the programs and evaluation criteria of the final state certification tests 

for undergraduate, graduate and special programs; 

Determination of the form of holding the final state attestation at the University; 

Recommendation of students nominated for the President of the Republic of 

Uzbekistan and named state scholarships; 

submission to the Higher Attestation Commission under the Ministry of Higher 

Education, Science and innovation on the recommendation of applicants to the 

academic titles of associate professor and professor; 

confirmation of the results of admission to the base doctoral, doctoral and 

independent research university; 

dissertation topics base, approval of dissertation topics, scientific leaders and 

scientific consultants of base doctoral students, doctoral students and independent 

researchers; 



topics of Master's thesis and graduation qualification work and approval of reports 

of the state Attestation Commission; 

Hearing reports from University Vice-rectors, faculty deans, as well as department 

heads and other structural unit heads;  

determination of student accommodation fee amounts;  

recommendation for publication of educational literature;  

making decisions on issues included in its competence.  

The council has the power to consider and decide on any other matter for which a 

collegial discussion is required, relating to the activities of the University.  

The board also exercises powers granted by the University's Supervisory Board. 

51. The University organizes the activities of scientific councils awarding the 

degrees of Doctor of philosophy (Doctor of Philosophy) and Doctor of science (Doctor 

of Science.  

52. The university establishes a supervisory board, the composition of which is 

approved by the Minister of Higher Education, Science and innovation of the Republic 

of Uzbekistan. The regulation on the supervisory board is approved by the Supervisory 

Board. 

The supervisory board is entitled to delegate its powers to the University board, as 

well as to assume the powers included in the University Board.   

53. The main powers of the supervisory board include: 

Approval of the University's long and medium-term strategic development 

program, the establishment of targeted measures for obtaining a place in the top ranks 

of the ranking of internationally recognized organizations, as well as monitoring its 

implementation; 

Approval of the business plan of the University, which will be formed for the 

medium term, as well as the parameters of income and expenses, discussion of their 

implementation; 

decision on setting the parameters of admission on a fee-contract basis in areas of 

Education, specialties; 

To study the activities of the rector and vice-rectors on the implementation of the 

tasks set before the University, the state of achievement of the target indicators, as well 

as to hear their information; 

To give the internal audit and financial control service of the University an 

additional task for conducting financial control, as well as to receive a report on the 

result of control measures; 

Solving issues related to the development of the University and its financial 

activities, including the formation of a targeted capital fund in the form of a non-profit 

organization; 

independent determination of the procedure and directions for spending the 

University's funds on innovation and other funds, based on the priorities for the 

development of Science and innovation; 



Assessment of the activities of the head and staff and professors of the university, 

approval of the criteria for assessing the effectiveness of their activities (KPI) ; 

Independent determination of the incentive procedure for the head and staff of the 

University and its educational and scientific institutions, professors and teachers, as 

well as foreign specialists, based on the amount of remuneration and efficiency criteria; 

Independent determination of the procedure for the use of funds of the University's 

extra-budgetary Development Fund, including the share of the distribution of expenses.  

 

VII. Community organizations  

54. President of the Republic of Uzbekistan on June 5, 2018 

In accordance with resolution PD-3775, in order to introduce effective public 

control at the University, A Community Council is formed in a composition of students, 

parents, activists of the Youth Union at the University, personnel orders, professors and 

representatives of civil society Universities. 

The main tasks of the community council are: 

establish systematic monitoring of the quality of education, knowledge and 

pedagogical skills of professors and teachers, the conditions created for students; 

To give recommendations to the University on candidates who are being hired as 

part of the teaching staff; 

to conduct social surveys in order to consider the appeals of students, to fully study 

their opinion on pedagogical personnel; 

Preparation of proposals for improving the educational process at the University 

and inclusion in the discussion of the relevant council of the institution.  

55. The university operates a trade union and other community organisations.  

The Central Council of the trade union for the protection of labor rights and 

interests of professors and employees, as well as their elected representative at the 

University, carries out their work on the basis of current legislation. 

 

VIII. Financial-economic activities and material-technical  

base of the University 

56. For the purpose of carrying out and using the activities provided for by this 

Charter, the university is attached by the state to buildings, structures, property 

complexes, equipment in accordance with the passport of the University, as well as 

properties necessary for consumer, social, cultural and other purposes. 

The university is included among the objects that will be nationalized and 

privatized, which will be carried out by the decision of the Cabinet of Ministers. 

University allotments are attached for indefinite free use.  

57. The following are sources of funding for university activities: 

State budget funds of the Republic of Uzbekistan;  

proceeds from teaching undergraduates and graduate students, as well as on the 

basis of a fee-contract form of education after higher education; 



foreign currency funds that fall into the University currency account from the 

training of foreign citizens on the basis of the payment-contract form; 

extra-budgetary Development Fund endowments; 

funds allocated for fundamental, practical and innovative research on the results 

of grant competitions held within the framework of State Scientific and technical 

programs; 

all proceeds from the organization of paid courses and the provision of other types 

of services;  

grants from international financial organizations; 

charitable donations and targeted contributions of individuals and legal entities; 

Proceeds from the commercialization of scientific, educational and other 

innovative developments carried out in the activities of the university, as well as the 

lease of the University's property, through the provision of services authorized by the 

legislative acts on a contractual basis; 

other funds not prohibited by legislative acts. 

58. Remuneration at the university is determined in accordance with the current 

legislative acts. Payment of wages to a university employee is paid for the performance 

of his functional duties as well as the work provided for in the employment contract. 

59. At the University, in order to attract highly qualified specialists, to improve 

the quality of educational services provided, master classes and special fund of material 

incentives (in the amount of 30% of the proceeds from payment-contract training) are 

established for professors and employees.  

Special funds are directed to the establishment of monthly allowance and other 

types of material incentives for management, professors, scientific, educational, 

technical and service personnel in the state, the amount of which is determined on the 

basis of the procedure (regulation) approved by the University Supervisory Board.  

The procedure for the formation and use of funds of the material incentive fund, 

as well as the criteria for establishing monthly allowance, is independently established 

by the University Supervisory Board.  

Other material incentives and material assistance measures may be provided to 

university employees in the manner prescribed by the legislative acts. 

60. The university makes independent decisions on the following issues:  

accumulation and expenditure of funds from the sale of fixed assets and 

commodity-material assets (excluding buildings and structures and educational-

scientific laboratory equipment) in a personal Treasury account on their own 

development fund;  

determination of the share of spending on strengthening the material and technical 

base, social protection and material incentives for its employees, other activities related 

to the effective organization of activities from all funds received in the development 

fund;  

determination of the amounts of remuneration for the work of foreign highly 

qualified teachers and specialists involved in the educational process based on the 



market conjuncture (in the amount of no less than the amounts established in the 

legislative acts); 

direct purchase of educational and scientific literature, textbooks and educational 

manuals from foreign countries from copyright manufacturers; 

determination of the procedure for providing paid services in vacant buildings and 

structures; 

setting the annual vehicle traffic limit and requirements for their service; 

independent expenditure of funds for the implementation of storage costs, tasks 

and obligations, the introduction of innovative forms and methods of training and 

retraining of personnel and their skills, strengthening the material and technical base, 

software, modern information and communication tools, educational and scientific 

laboratories and consumable laboratory materials (reagents, chemical containers, 

components, biological materials and other objects), including books, magazines, 

educational literature; 

Separate types of Services to the infrastructure of the university, including the use 

of buildings and structures, student housing, sports facilities, their cleaning, repair, 

maintenance of computer equipment and telecommunication networks and the 

organization of legal services on outsourcing terms.  

61. The provision of additional educational services, the improvement of the skills 

of specialists in the economic sectors and the introduction of other paid services is an 

additional task of the University. 

62. The university can carry out the commercialization of scientific, educational 

and other innovative developments, as well as provide other services authorized by the 

legislative acts on the basis of the contract and engage in other entrepreneurial activities 

in circles corresponding to the goals set out in its charter.  

63. The University independently disposes of all funds that come from the sale of 

basic tools and commodity-material assets, the organization of paid courses and other 

types of services, the rental of the University's property.  

The university carries out accounting of the results of its activities in the prescribed 

manner, maintains financial and statistical reports.  

 

IX. International cooperation 

64. The university has the right to establish mutually beneficial cooperation with 

educational and scientific centers of foreign countries, international foundations and 

other organizations in accordance with legislative acts and the Charter. 

The training, retraining and professional development of foreign citizens at the 

university, as well as the implementation of pedagogical and research work in foreign 

countries by scientific and pedagogical employees of the higher educational institution 

contracts concluded between authorized state bodies of the Republic of Uzbekistan and 

the relevant bodies for the management of education of foreign states, as well as the 

(contracts, memorandums), carried out on the basis of their direct agreements with 

foreign citizens and foreign legal entities.  



65. In carrying out international activities, the University has the following rights: 

Membership in international NGOs in education in coordination with the Ministry 

of Higher Education, Science and innovation; 

conclusion of agreements (agreements, memorandums) on mutually beneficial 

cooperation with educational and scientific centers, organizations of foreign countries; 

attracting highly qualified professors and scientists from foreign higher education 

institutions and scientific centers to classes, to carry out educational literature and 

research work in cooperation; 

Organization of University structural units (joint faculties, joint educational 

programs, centers and other units)with the participation of foreign cooperation in the 

manner provided for by the legislation; 

To ensure that university professors, staff, doctoral students receive training in the 

degree of Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) and graduate programs, to be sent to foreign 

countries for qualification and internships; 

Ensuring the sending of university students to foreign countries for internships, 

internships, conferences and competitions; 

Organization of bilateral exchange programs with university and foreign higher 

education students, base doctoral students and doctoral students, professors and 

scientific staff; 

admission of foreign citizens to the University in the prescribed manner and the 

creation of conditions for their studies. 

The university has the right to establish mutually beneficial cooperation with 

universities and organizations of foreign countries in other directions in the manner 

prescribed by law. 

66. Foreign service trips of university professors and staff and students are carried 

out on the basis of current legislative documents, as well as relevant departmental 

regulatory documents of the Ministry of Higher Education, Science and innovation of 

the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

In order to accelerate the processes of study and implementation of advanced 

foreign experience in improving the quality of education, the departure of the rector 

and vice-rectors of the University on a business trip to foreign countries is carried out 

with the awareness of the Ministry of Higher Education, Science and innovation. In this 

case, the main information provided by the university management staff before a 

business trip to a foreign country, including the name of the country, the purpose and 

plan of the visit, and on the results of the trip, the report presented to the University 

Council on the work and expenses carried out will be posted on the University website. 

67. In cases where the executive personnel, professors, scientific staff and students 

sent on foreign trips (Bachelor and Master) did not carry out the work of the plan to be 

carried out and violated the university honor by their actions, appropriate measures are 

taken on the basis of legislation. 



68. The currency, material receipts from the foreign economic activity of the 

University are used to provide material support for the activities of the University, 

which is established in this Charter according to the legislation.  

 

X. Final rules 

69. The university meets the following in the manner prescribed by the legislation 

of the Republic of Uzbekistan: 

failure to fully fulfill the size of educational programs in accordance with the 

educational plans and schedules in the educational process; 

the life and health of university students and staff at the time of the educational 

process; 

violation of the rights and freedoms of educators and employees; 

failure to perform other functions provided for by current legislation. 

70. The university can be reorganized or liquidated in accordance with the 

legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

71. The Charter will enter into force in accordance with the law of the Republic of 

Uzbekistan “on education” after approval by the Ministry of Higher Education, Science 

and innovation of the Republic of Uzbekistan and transfer from state registration in the 

established procedure. 

Amendments and additions to the University Charter are carried out by order of 

the minister of Higher Education, Science and innovation of the Republic of 

Uzbekistan.  

This Charter was considered at the meeting of the Council of Tashkent State 

Technical University named after Islam  Karimov  No. 5 of April 29, 2023.
